e Explore the Bicentennial Tower, Flagship Niagara, Amish
Countryside, Drake Well Museum, Qil Creek State Park,
and Point State Park.

e Discover the industrial artifacts of the oil, coal, and
railroad heritage of the region.

e Immerse yourself beside scenic rivers and views alongside
a thriving wildlife habitat.

e Check out two additional connecting trails, the
Redbank Valley Trail and the Sandy Creek Trail.
